Definition:  ASurely He SCORNS the SCORNFUL, but gives GRACE to the HUMBLE@  B In other 
places in Scripture, it is stated as AGod resists the PROUD@, but to be SCORNFUL means YOU think 
you know it all (Aleaning on your own understanding@), and you are contemptuous of other 
people=s opinions, and contemptuous of GOD and His word.  That is the same thing as PRIDE.

Aungodly@ means non-believers, the Anatural man@ who is not born again and is NOT under the 
influence of God=s Holy Spirit, so why on earth would you want to get counsel and advice from such a 
person?  Ephesians 4:17-18 says they walk (conduct their lives) in the AFUTILITY OF THEIR MINDS@, 
which means emptiness and stupidity of their minds; not thinking right, not able to understand the things 
of God.  It also says their understanding is darkened, and they are ignorant.  Psalm 1:1 also 
mentions Asinners@ and the Ascornful@ (those who ridicule and reject God, also called a Ascoffer@ or a 
AFOOL@).  We will be BLESSED by God if we avoid such people, whether taking advice from them or just 
hanging out with them, because they will only pull us down.  The unbeliever is in DARKNESS, but the 
Believer in Christ is NOT in darkness.

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Wisdom and understanding are the main theme of the Book of Proverbs.  The benefits of having God=s 
WISDOM and UNDERSTANDING are the same as in Proverbs 3:1-2, the benefits of keeping God=s 
commandments.  That is because, if you truly have God=s WISDOM and understanding of His word, 
you WILL keep His commandments.  Keeping God=s commandments does not EARN us our salvation 
(salvation is by faith in Jesus Christ ONLY), but obedience AFFECTS the QUALITY of our lives here 
on EARTH, and the LENGTH of our lives.  As Christians, we SHOULD be obeying God=s 
commandments, which is another way to say DOING GOOD WORKS.

AThe ONLY one in the sight of my MOTHER@ means he was the only son of 
Bathsheba, his mother.  David had many wives and lots of sons, but God told David that Solomon 
would be the one to sit on the throne after him and would be the one to build the temple in 
Jerusalem.  David committed adultery with Bathsheba when she was married to Uriah, and then David 
arranged for Uriah to be killed, so that he wouldn=t find out that his wife was pregnant by David.  Lots of 
sin there, and God told David that the son which was conceived in the act of adultery would die.  
Solomon was born later, and as far as we are told, he was Bathsheba=s only son that lived.

This promise is for those 
who Aget wisdom and get understanding@ and Ahear the instruction of your father, and do not forsake the 
law of your mother.@  The Ainstruction of a father@ would be the same as OBEYING GOD=S WORD.  We 
receive BLESSINGS and come out as WINNERS when we OBEY God and His commandments.  
Here again, WISDOM is personified as a woman, Ashe.@  This is just poetic language, as wisdom is not 
really a person.  However, many hundreds of years later, the Son of God, who is filled with the 
wisdom of God, appears on the earth as a man, and He embodies all of the wonderful things that 
Solomon says belong to Awisdom.@  Remember, the saints of the Old Testament had very little 
knowledge of what or who the Messiah would be, only little HINTS in certain Scriptures.

Jesus said we should 
lay up for ourselves treasure in heaven, and these different types of crowns seem to be part of that 
heavenly treasure and reward (Matthew 6:19-21).
